From 1964 to 1979,
he was Sub-Editor / Assistant Editor of Government of
India’s monthly “Aaj Kal”, assistant Information Officer
in Press Information Bureau in 1979 and retired
from service on 30" Sep 1987. He has travelled abroad
many times to Pakistan, USA, Canada, U.K., France &
Nepal.

Get Out of ‘Bed’ And Grab The ‘Oar’

It is not what happens to us, but how we react that makes or breaks us. Life throws things at us when we least expect,
some things are great, others are difficult.

It is fascinating to watch the difference in peoples’ reactions and how some individuals can find good in basically
anything, a silver lining in every cloud. Others fall apart when difficult circumstances arise, believing they are being
victimised and showing little resistance to the situation at hand.

It is important to note that the positive people are not the ones who gush positivity all day and night, going over the top
about life and how wonderful it treats them.

That's just a step too far, I'm talking about realists who go through their day with a glass half full approach, choosing
not to fall down when things don’t go to plan or a curve ball rolls out in front of them when least expected.

We’d all love to be like this and here’s the way how. We need to get out of BED and grab the OAR. “What the heck
does that mean?” you might ask. Well, | was shown an acronym at a course recently and | found it to be most powerful
and insightful tool | had come across in a long time.

We all have days when we wake up and want the day to be over, believing that it's going to go from bad to worse.
That's the day when we get soaked in the rain, forget the mobile, are late for work and seem to have one problem after
another when we do get there.

This we can name a red light day. Then there are green light days when we wake up energised and positive, the sun
shines and we are productive in work with next to no hiccups.

On the red-light days, it is tempting get into BED, not literally (although this is tempting too) but figuratively as the
tendency is to BLAME others, make EXCUSES and stay in DENIAL about what is happening.

For the person | described earlier even red light days quickly turn to green ones. This is because they grab the CAR.
They take OWNERSHIP of the situation, remain ACCOUNTABLE and take RESPONSIBILITY for what is happening.

To be happy in life our goal should be to live more of life above the line. This makes life easier, and gives a personal
freedom.

The way to do this is to ask yourself a few questions

® Am | looking for someone to blame when things don’t go to plan?
® Am | making excuses?

@ What justifications am | using to get me off the hook?

@ What am | in denial about and what is really happening here?

Be honest with yourself even if it's not easy. You need to expose your below the line behaviours and look at what
areas of your life they are affecting.

HOW DIFFERENT WOULD IT BE IF YOU MOVED ABOVE THE LINE?
1. Ownership — This is the ability to own your part and accept how you may have been part of or caused the situation.

2. Responsibility is the ability to respond to what is happening. It means you have the choice to respond differently
to your circumstances. It is our inaction that keeps us stuck and panicked.

3. Accountability is the ability to account for or be held accountable. This is vital for personal development.

If you want to live above the line the step is COURAGE. It takes no courage to stay in the trap of blame, excuses,
justification and denial. Blaming others and refusing to face reality leads you to feel angry, resentful and helpless.

It takes COURAGE to stand up and admit you have been using these coping mechanisms but want to change. So,
every time you feel a red light thought coming on, ask yourself “Am | going to get into BED with this or take the OAR
and steer my life in a happier, positive manner?

Take the right choice, the outcome will be amazing:

@ You will discover who you are and what you’'re made of.

@ You'll free yourself from the chains that impact your relationships and everything you do.
@ You'll get to live in the present moment rather than the past.

@ You'll feel empowered by taking responsibility for everything you do.

Change starts with you. No-one can make you do it and the choice is yours but those who aim to stay above the line
are happier and enjoy life, the opposite to those who choose not to.

After partition
when late Shri O P Dutta was
around 8, the family shifted to
Delhi and settled at Malka Ganj,
New Delhi He got his
education in Delhi and also a
" job in a Govt. office. Being a
person of adventurous spirit, he
was not satisfied with that job
and wanted to go abroad to
explore better possibilities.

It is exactly 50 years back,
when | was posted at Tehran
(Iran) as a Commercial Officer
in the Indian Embassy that a young Mohyal came to see me.
We had a nice talk and | was very much impressed by the zeal
and knowledge of Shri O P Dutta. He told me, that he has come
to Tehran by air but to save money he would be going to see
whole of Europe by surface route. He first wanted to go to
Bulgaria in Eastern Europe via Turkey and proceed further from
there. | requested Dutta ji to visit our house and meet my wife
and children and have dinner with us. He regretted his inability
to do so because he was booked on a bus in the evening on
that very day for going to Turkey. Still he could squeeze some
time and came to our house in my absence for a few minutes
with a box of Iranian sweets to present it to my wife, who is also
a Dutta, whom he considered as his own sister .After about
two years, | was surprised to receive through somebody a saree
for my wife and a shirt for myself sent by Shri Dutta from Kuwait.
It took me time to connect this gift with Shri Dutta who had met
me in Tehran in 1967. After about 10 years when | was posted
to Kuwait, the surprise was that there were five big cars of
Mohyal brothers of Kuwait including Shri O P Dutta who had
come to receive me. In the evening we met all the Mohyal
families in Kuwait and we formed a mini Mohyal Sabha there
for monthly meetings at each other’s place or for picnics.

Shri O.P. Dutta after his sojournin Europe had come to Kuwait
where he started his life with a portable typewriter visiting Kuwaiti
commercial offices helping them in English correspondence.
The rule in Kuwait as also in other Gulf countries is that no
foreigner can do business there independently. One has to have
a local as a sponsor/partner before starting any commercial
activity. A Kuwaiti businessman was so much impressed by
the hard work of Shri O.P. Dutta that he made him his working
partner and himself became a sleeping partner. Starting a small
auto parts business Shri O.P. Dutta diversified in many fields
and became a very successful businessman. He was very active
amongst members of Indian community and took part in many
social activities. He helped dozens of people both Mohyals and
non-Mohyals in settling in their life in Kuwait. He had a very big
circle of friends including Indian Doctors and came to the help
of anybody and everybody who needed it.

When Shri O.P. Dutta was at the zenith of his carreer Iraq
invaded Kuwait and everything became topsy turvy. Shri Dutta
did not lose heart. Without caring for his own losses Shri Dutta
took active part in the organization of repatriation of members
of Indian community from Kuwait by air or by sea. He himself
migrated to Dubai (UAE) where he restarted from scratch and
with his habit of hard work and honesty became even more
successful than he was in Kuwait. When we were constructing
our Ashram at Vrindavan | telephoned Shri O.P. Dutta for a
donation. He did not hesitate at all and sent a cheque for Rs.
2,50,000/- in the name of the GMS for a room in the memory of
his parents.

Shri O.P. Dutta gave best of education to his children . His two
daughters Richa and Ritu did their schooling at the prestigious
Mayo College, Ajmer. His son Oshmi Dutta studied at the Indian
School, Kuwait and ultimately all his three children qualified
and became Doctors who have flourishing practices in the USA.
All the children are married and well settled. In fact in his
retirement years Dutta Sahib had gone to the USA for vacation
along with his wife Kusum Dutta to be with his children and it is
there that the tragedy struck. May be the God Almighty thought
that Shri O.P. Dutta had finished his duties on earth and there
was more need for him in Heaven.

After cremating the mortal remains of such a noble soul in the
USA the whole family had come to India forimmersion of ashes
in the Holy Ganga and for other religious ceremonies. Kirya
